Special Practice Instructions 
 

You must practice the D min7 – G7 – C maj7 chord progressions many times.  Don’t 
forget to start slowly and maintain a strict tempo.  As stated earlier, experiment with 
different rhythms and song styles.  When you are comfortable playing the ii- V7 – I 
progression in the key of C, you may practice the ii – V7 – I progression in B-flat 
Major. 
 
Very Important: When you can play the ii – V7 – I progressions in the keys 
of C and B-flat, trying playing them together without stopping.  (i.e. play Dm7 
- G7 – C maj7 progression twice and play the C min7 – F7 – B-flat maj7 progression 
twice, and play Dm7 – G7 – C maj7 progression twice and play the C min7 – F7 – B-
flat Maj7 twice.) 
 
When you are able to do this, you are on your way to creating melodies.  You will 
start hearing melodies of your own, because these progressions are very melodic.   
 
And remember to always have fun!
